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Authenticating and Forging: Painting inscription as

Commercial Actor in the Ming Art Market

This paper focuses on the role of painting inscription played in the Ming art market.
Its central questions include: Why did painting inscription commercially produced,
used and circulated? What were the specific strategies of producing, utilizing and
circulating painting inscription for commercial purposes? How did painting
inscription interact with the art market? Who were manipulating painting inscription
for their purposes that could only be realized by the art market? By investigating these
questions, this paper proposes that, in an ever-prospering art market of the Ming
period, painting inscriptions played a significant part in the market activities. On the
one hand, excreted as trademark distinguishing the authentic from the fake and
authorizing those it claimed to be “real”. On the other hand, they were employed by
the opposite side to the “real” producers to yield fakes by the same source of
authorization.

The Confiscating Henchmen:
The Dilemma and Masquerade of Ming Embroidered-Uniform Guard Liu
Shouyou

The Embroidered-Uniform Guards (1382-1644), acting as the secret police for
the Ming dynasty (1368-1644), took their orders directly from the emporors. As a
result, this privileged faction wielded unprecedented amounts of judicial and martial
powers in the 16™ century.! The drawback of this power is that historically the guards
have been branded with the stereotype of being uncouth, corrupt, and parasitic, as
villains who constantly abused judicial power, terrorized society, and squeezed money
from four regions.? Such a characterization paints the guards in too negative a light,
and to some degree obscures the psychological uneasiness the guards suffered. My
paper challenges this ubiquitous caricature of the guards by presenting a case study of
Liu Shouyou #%[= 3 (ca. 1540-1604), the head of the Embroidered-Uniform Guard

(hereafter Guard), who worked with other confiscators to defy Emperor Wanli (r.
1573-1620), thus upholding their own particular view of justice.’

This paper brings to light for the first time the real ethical struggles these
guards faced. Liu Shouyou was routinely ordered by Wanli to muster troops to
appropriate property from Wanli’s deposed ministers.* Witnessing the emperor’s

abuse of his own ministers for monetary gain,” Liu and the guards in his company

found their loyalty tested. The situation reached a tipping point when Wanli
commanded the guards to remove property from the imperial mentors. The guards
then betrayed the emperor by conspiring with the victims and their families to evade
the confiscations.

I examine the guards' ethical dilemma and their moral justifications through
investigating court diaries and indictments. The emperor's henchmen strove to strike a
balance between obedience and ethics. By interrogating the confiscators’ moral
justification for abusing the law, and considering how this infraction animated a
philosophical debate about the boundary between loyalty and justice, this paper
ventures into new territory by integrating studies of legal history and imperial
violence into that of late Ming collecting culture. This inquiry provides art historians
the first detailed account of how a syndicate of officials from central and prefectural
governments confiscated these artworks.

The guards' art larceny inspired novels packed with ideological and political
innuendo about the era, as demonstrated through ongoing literary discourse of the

time that directly addressed these imperial plots. The literati lauded these guards, but
hid their identity while creating tales about the guards' thievery.

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Comparative Analysis of China’s Urban System in Terms of City
Transportation Network and City Economic Network

Abstract: The research on the urban system has been a prevailing issue in the fields of urban
geography and regional economics. Not only do the relationships between cities in the urban
system exist in the form of rank, but also in a more general form of network. Based on the
research on the spatial structure of China’s urban system in terms of transportation network and
economic network, this study analyzes and reveals the spatial structure features of China’s urban
system by comparing these two kinds of urban networks, thus providing new avenues for the
research on China’s city network. The results indicate that China’s city network has formed a basic
diamond structure with Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou and Chengdu or Chongging as its 4 vertices,
and there exists a layer structure decreasing outward from national centers in intercity relations.
More importantly, the transportation network contributes to the balanced regional development,
while the economic network promotes the agglomeration economies. By combining both, we can
provide abundant empirical evidence for advancing China’s balanced development accompanied
by economic agglomeration.

Abstract:

Soft power is an important aspect in diplomacy these days and it has been stressed by
the Chinese ambassador to India in 2012 that soft power efforts must continue. Media
and communication are important aspects of this sphere and with Indian film industry
being the largest producer of films in the world, it creates its own distinction in
shaping the understanding of various issues by audiences. The research study aims at
that as it will try to understand the way China, its relationship with India is projected
and in Indian Films and by analysing this portrayal, it will be easier to understand
the film codes, narratives and stereotypes that have occurred and been established
regarding how China is viewed by Indian audiences and Indian masses.

HOW SEX CHANGED FROM COLONIAL TO SINOPHONE MODERNITY

This paper introduces my current book-in-progress. Drawing on scientific
publications, medical journals, newspaper clippings, popular magazines, tabloid
presses, scholarly textbooks, fictional and periodical literatures, oral histories, and
other primary sources, this study highlights the 1920s as a pivotal turning point in the
modern definitions of Chinese sexual identity and desire. Weaving together social,
cultural, and political history, my project aims to accomplish three goals: it argues for
the centrality of sexual scientific knowledge in modern China's cultural formation; it
highlights the role of the body as a catalyst in the mutual transformations of Chinese
national modernity and the social significance of sex; and it establishes a genealogical
relationship between the demise of eunuchism and the emergence of transsexuality in
Chinese-speaking society. By provincializing China, this Sinophone genealogy of
sex change maps the underexplored history of China’s modern “geobody” onto the
more focused history of the biomedicalized human body.
